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Smith River Rancheria Tribal Wildlife Grant 2013  
The Smith River Rancheria is pleased to announce that we have received the 

very competitive 2013 Tribal Wildlife Grant from the U.S. Department of Fish 

and Wildlife Service (USFWS) in the amount of $200,000. Smith Riverôs Grant 

was in the top five out of 27 and was ranked number three in the nation with 

the USFWS only funding 20% of applications. The purpose of this grant is to 

document trends related to surf smelt, conduct a habitat assessment, and to 

develop a Conservation Plan that will inform management based on scientific 

research, assessment of the habitat, traditional ecological knowledge (TEK), 

and community participatory research to ensure the protection and restora-

tion of spawning habitat and species recovery of surf smelt. This is the first 

project of its kind, smelt studies have been conducted in Washington but 

there are no smelt habitat and climate change studies currently like this in 

Oregon or California.  

 

The project area covers the Trôuu-luu-kôwvt Territory spanning from the mouth of the Smith River to the Oregon border. The pro-

ject will also include educational outreach by providing opportunities for Tolowa Dee -niô youth and the general public to learn 

about the Tribeôs stewardship practices, surf smelt fishing cultural conservation protocols, and traditional net making or smelt 

preservation to support the continuance of this important cultural and subsistence practice. This project is tribally driven and is the 

result of collaboration from Smith River Rancheria staff and the Tribeôs Fish and Game Committee. For more information or to in-

quire about how you can help please contact Brian Anspach GIS Analyst and Project Manager at brian.anspach@tolowa.com or at 

707-487-9255 ext.
