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Additional housing is scheduled to be available in August of 2012. Six new homes, exclusively for elder
or handicapped households and their in-home caregivers, are under construction. Funded by Housing
and Urban Development (HUD), the project will total around $1.57 million.

There will be four buildings: two duplexes and two separate units with identical floor plans. Each
home has two bedrooms, one bathroom, a parking garage, a kitchen, a dining area, and a living area.

Once the homes are complete, the elders currently living in Smith River Rancheria units will be given
the opportunity to move into the new homes, first. Then, empty elder homes will be filled, based on
the waiting list.
