Applicant Criteria

Must currently be associated with a coastal Tribe or Tribal organization located on the West
Coast.

Must be an elected Tribal official or be involved in Ttibal marine and/or fisheries management
and/or governance.

Must attend the full two-day forum.

Scholarship Information

Scholarships range from $250 to $750.

In order of priority, scholarships are to cover (1) travel; and (2) lodging. Scholarships may not

include meals, alcohol, or recreation.

Awards are based on the extent to which you are involved with the forum and your distance of
travel; presenters and speakers traveling the greatest distance will be given priority.

Multiple applications per Tribe or Tribal organization are permitted, but they may not all be able
to be awarded.

Scholarships are available to United States residents only.

Registration

Registration deadline is April 1, 2013.

You will be responsible for setting up lodging and travel arrangements. A list of recommended
